How to use EPDs in Sire Selection 

It would be easier if we could assume that the highest EPDs are 

the best.  Unfortunately, it isnôt that simple.  Using EPDs for 

sire selection involves tradeoffs.   For example, high growth 

EPDs can correlate to larger frame size.   High milk EPDs does 

correspond to higher weaning weights, but milk EPDs can be 

too high when cattle are asked to forage year around with little 

supplementation.  They may wean a heavy calf one year and be 

open the next year.  There may be other impacts on your opera-

tion to consider.  For example, when breeding heifers it is im-

portant to pay special attention to birth weight EPDs of the 

prospective bulls.  If calves are sold as feeders, the milk EPD 

would generally not warrant as much attention.  Yearling 

weight will be important if you want to ensure finished steers 

in the appropriate weight range. 

 

It should be kept in mind that reaction to selection can differ 

from trait to trait.  This is because some traits have higher 

heritability than others, and are more easily passed to offspring.  

For instance, growth traits such as weaning wt. respond faster 

to selection than reproductive traits such as age and first calv-

ing. 

 

The perfect balance for you will depend on your nutritional and 

economic environment as well as the management goals you 

have set for your herd. 

 

 



Things you should know about Dailey Angus Ranch 

 

1) Our cows have to work on the grass God provided for them.  We 

do not supplement with anything other than protein supplement in 

the last trimester before calving. Our cows have to adapt to their 

surroundings or are culled from the herd.  

 

2) We use only a 45 day breeding period for all females on the 

ranch. The cows and heifers are calved together on native range 

usually far from home.  We check them once a day to weigh and tag 

calves.

 GeneSTAR MVPs are by definition a ñmolecular breeding valueò 

based on the effects of the specific markers in the current panel. Thus, 

they represent a portion of the expected underlying genes affecting the 

traits. By definition, an MVP is similar to an expected progeny differ-

ence (EPD) from a genetic evaluation in how it is expressed. The dif-

ference is that an EPD is based on phenotypic records of the animal 

and its relatives, whereas an MVP is derived from an animalôs geno-

type only.
